Please note that meeting all  
admission criteria does not guarantee acceptance to the program. 
 
All applicants to the program are 
required to meet the requirements of the year in which they make application, including those who have    
previously applied to or who are currently enrolled at Gloucester County College.

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State Board of Nursing Requirements for Licensure 

Applicants to the nursing program are advised that State Boards of Nursing regulate licensure for Registered 
Nurses.  Requirements established by the Board of Nursing in the state where the person is seeking licensure 
must be met before the state will issue a license to practice.  To be considered for licensure, all applicants 
must pass NCLEX-RN. 
 
The New Jersey Board of Nursing Statute N.J.S.A 45:11-26 states, “An applicant for license to practice  
professional nursing shall submit to the board evidence in such form as the board may prescribe that said 
applicant: (1) has attained his or her eighteenth birthday; (2) is of good moral character, is not a habitual user 
of drugs and has never been convicted nor pleaded nolo contendere, non vult contendere or non vult to an 
indictment, information or complaint alleging a violation of any Federal or State law relating to narcotic 
drugs; (3) holds a diploma from an accredited 4-year high school or the equivalent thereof as determined  
by the New Jersey State Department of Education; (4) has completed a course of professional nursing study 
in an accredited school of professional nursing as defined by the board and holds a diploma therefrom.”

The New Jersey Board of Nursing requires several elements for licensure as a Registered Nurse in  
New Jersey: 
 

1. Graduation from an approved school of professional nursing 
2. Criminal History Background Check clearance (N.J.S.A. 45:1-30 et seq) 
3. Status of child support 
4. Status of student loans 
5. Citizenship/Immigration status 
6. Status of all professional licensures or certifications in any state or jurisdiction 
7. Passing the NCLEX-RN Examination 
8. Completed questionnaire on medical conditions, including the use of controlled substances 

within two years prior to applying for licensure

Each state Board of Nursing has the right to deny or defer licensure if the applicant does not fulfill  
all requirements for licensure. 
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Nursing Program Standards 
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Students must earn a grade of “C” or better in all nursing (NUR) and biological science (BIO) courses and 
maintain a cumulative GPA of 2.0 to remain in the nursing program.  Students must satisfactorily complete 
all 100-level nursing courses, Anatomy & Physiology I and II (BIO 105 and 106) to progress to 200-level 
nursing courses.  All NUR courses must be taken in sequence. 

 
Nursing students must meet all pre-requisite, co-requisite, and grade requirements for each College  
course listed in the nursing program of study in order to advance through the nursing program.  Course  
pre-requisites and co-requisites are specified in the GCC College Catalog.  Students who register for college 
courses must complete pre-requisite course requirements before entering the nursing program.  Students who 
do not meet the pre-requisite and co-requisite course requirements, the required course sequence, and/or 
grade requirements will not be able to progress in the nursing program. 
 
Medication administration is one responsibility of the student and professional nurse.  Students are required 
to demonstrate competency in calculating medication dosages to ensure safe administration.  Errors in  
calculating dosages pose a threat to client safety.  Students will be instructed and tested in dosage calculation 
each semester.  One hundred percent accuracy is required on medical dosage calculation competency  
examinations to remain in the program.  Each semester, nursing students are required to demonstrate Math 
Competency.  Once accepted into the nursing program, information on Math Competency will be provided 
during the Division Nursing Orientation sessions. 

 
• One outcome of the nursing program is that graduates will use technology and information systems 

appropriately and effectively.  To fulfill this outcome, students will demonstrate computer literacy 
and apply technology to meet course requirements.  It is recommended that students have access to  
a computer with CD Rom drive and internet. (Note: AOL is NOT compatible with many of the  
applications).  Computers are available to students on the GCC campus. 

 

• Nursing students are required to meet specific health standards.  Nursing applicants are notified  
of physical examination, immunization and Mantoux (PPD) requirements upon acceptance.  Health 
requirements must be completed prior to the first day of class.  Clinical agencies reserve the right to 
require additional health screenings.  Students are responsible for health screening costs. 

 

• Nursing students must maintain current CPR certification, either through the American Heart  
Association or American Red Cross while in the nursing program.  The level of CPR is Basic Life 
Support (BLS) for the health care provider.  The GCC Division of Continuing Education offers  
CPR courses.  Contact 856-415-2217 for more information. 

 

• Clinical agencies require Criminal History Background Checks (CHBC) and urine drug screens for   
all individuals engaged in patient care.  Upon acceptance into the nursing program, students must 
complete a CHBC.  Students are responsible to pay CHBC fees.  

 

• CHBC results are sent to the clinical agencies who have sole discretion to determine whether the 
student may engage in patient care at the agency. 

 

• If a student is denied the opportunity to participate in the clinical agency as a result of CHBC  
findings, the student will be dismissed from the nursing program and referred to Student Services   
to explore other career options.

Nursing is a selective admission program. Students must be accepted to the program prior to registering for any NUR courses. Please contact the 
Enrollment Services Office for an admission packet. 
 

Clinical agencies require criminal history background checks (CHBC) for all individuals engaged in patient care. All students must undergo a CHBC 
upon acceptance into the nursing program. CHBC results are sent to the clinical agencies, who have the sole discretion to decide if the student may 
engage in patient care at the agency. If a student is denied the opportunity to participate in the clinical agency as a result of the findings of the CHBC, 
the student will be dismissed from the nursing program. 
 

Students must earn a grade of “C” or above in all nursing and biological science courses and maintain a GPA of 2.0 to remain in the nursing  
program. Students must satisfactorily complete all 100-level nursing courses and Anatomy and Physiology I and II to progress to 200-level nursing 
courses. Nursing students must meet all pre-requisite, co-requisite, and grade requirements for each college course listed in the nursing program of 
study to advance through the nursing program.  Course pre-requisites and co-requisites are specified in the GCC college catalog. Students who do not 
meet the pre-requisite and co-requisite course requirements, and/or grade requirements will not be able to progress in the nursing program.

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Nursing (NUR) Course Descriptions 
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Nursing I NUR 131............................................................................................................................7 credits 
 

This course serves as a foundation for understanding health and providing care across the lifespan.  The  
student is introduced to concepts and techniques used in healthcare.  Critical thinking is integrated into the 
nursing process.  Clinical experiences occur in a variety of healthcare settings. 
 
Nursing I Lab NUR 130...................................................................................................................... 1 credit 
 

This course focuses on the skills and behaviors necessary for beginning nursing practice.  It is a compliment 
to Nursing I.  Students will practice in the college lab. 
 
Nursing II NUR 141...........................................................................................................................7 credits 
 

This course focuses on providing holistic care for clients with alterations requiring perioperative care and 
those with alterations in mobility.  The course introduces the student to the care of clients with cancer.  
Students will also care for childbearing and child rearing families.  Critical thinking is developed through  
the use of the nursing process.  Clinical experiences occur in a variety of healthcare settings. 
 
Nursing II Lab NUR 140 .................................................................................................................... 1 credit 
 

This course focuses on skills and behaviors necessary for nursing practice and is a continuation of  
Nursing I Lab.  It is a compliment to Nursing II.  Students will practice in the college lab. 
 
Nursing Issues and Trends NUR 207.................................................................................................. 1 credit 
 

This course emphasizes the associate degree nurse’s role in relation to the profession and healthcare team. 
Historical and current issues, legal and ethical aspects, nursing leadership and management are discussed. 
 
Nursing III NUR 215 .........................................................................................................................8 credits 
 

This course focuses on caring for clients with mental health, cardiopulmonary, endocrine, and gastrointestinal 
alterations.  Critical thinking is integrated into the nursing process.  Therapeutic communication and  
professional development are emphasized.  Clinical experiences occur in a variety of healthcare settings. 
 
Nursing IV NUR 221 .........................................................................................................................8 credits 
 

This course focuses on providing holistic care for groups of clients with multisystem problems, including 
neurologic, endocrine, liver, biliary, pancreatic, urinary and renal alterations.  Critical thinking is refined. 
Management, leadership and professional development are emphasized.  Clinical experiences occur in a  
variety of healthcare settings. 
 
Transition to Practice NUR 220.........................................................................................................3 credits 
 

This course provides students with an opportunity for a concentrated cooperative work experience in a  
selected area with an individual Registered Nurse preceptor.  Learning through experience is emphasized 
while preparing students for transition to Registered Nurse practice.  Focus is on the students’ integration  
of knowledge and critical thinking as they assume the roles of provider of care, manager of care and member 
of the profession. 
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Application Process 

All selective admission programs at Gloucester County College have a unique, two-step application process 
that is necessary due to the college’s open general admission policy. In order to be considered for admission 
to the nursing program, applicants must complete the first step for general admission to Gloucester County 
College.  Once this is complete, the applicant may then proceed to the second step for selective admission to 
the nursing program.  Be certain to distinguish between general admission and selective admission.   

Both application processes must be completed correctly in order for your nursing application to be 
considered for acceptance.  Failure to do so will result in an incomplete portfolio. 

NOTE: Personal letters of recommendation and character references are not considered toward admission. 

STEP 1 
General Admission 
 
General Admission is the first step of application  
to the nursing program.  This process will provide 
you with acceptance to the College, but not to the 
nursing program.  If you are unsure of your  
application status or need an application, contact 
the Admissions Office at (856) 415-2269. 
 
1.   Complete and submit a general admission  

application to the Admissions Office.  Indicate  
on the application your intention to apply to the 
nursing program.  You will be designated as a 
Pre-Nursing student and that will identify you as 
a potential nursing applicant.  Designation as a 
Pre-Nursing student does not guarantee nor   
imply special consideration for acceptance to the 
nursing program. 

2.  Submit an official copy of your high school  
     transcript documenting high school graduation 
     (or earned GED) to the Admissions Office. 

 
3.   Satisfy the GCC Placement Test requirement 

based on one of the following:  
•   meet one of the exemption criteria 
•   test above the remedial level in all areas

A representative from the Nursing Department will explain the nursing  
program requirements. Information attendance slips will be distributed at the conclusion of the session and 
must be included as part of the portfolio.

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General Education Courses 

An applicant may enroll in general education courses at the College prior to acceptance into the  
nursing program.  
 
A student who has no previous experience with healthcare terminology should consider taking the  
one-credit course ALH-110 Basic Medical Terminology.  A three-credit course in Medical Terminology, 
ALH-102 is available to students who prefer more than the one-credit course offering. 
 
A student who has limited or no computer experience should consider taking one of the computer courses 
offered which will provide you with knowledge of Microsoft Office Professional for Windows and  
experience with the internet.  
 
Math skills, including algebraic equations, are essential to succeed in the nursing program.  Students who 
have limited math skills should contact an advisor for suggested courses. 
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Testing Information 
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HESI Admission Assessment Exam Criteria 
 
The HESI Admission Assessment exam is designed to assess a student’s academic and personal readiness  
for higher education in a health care field. 
 
The HESI Admission Assessment exam consists of academic exams, a critical thinking exam and a  
personality profile that identifies the person’s learning style.  The academic exams include chemistry,  
biology, vocabulary and general knowledge, reading comprehension, grammar and math skills.

• ONLY the HESI Admission Assessment exam taken at GCC will be accepted for admission to 
the GCC nursing program.   

 

• The HESI Admission Assessment exam is a computerized test.  The maximum time allowed to 
complete the exam and personal profile is approximately five (5) hours.

GCC Placement Test 
 
Applicants to the nursing program must submit in their portfolio the GCC Placement Test/Admission 
Status Form (see p. 18) enclosed in this packet.  Both sections of this form must be completed before 
you enclose the form in your portfolio.  Unless you meet one of the exemption criteria or test above the 
remedial level in all areas, you must complete all required remediation before applying to the program. 
 
If you have questions about the GCC Placement Test or registering for the test, contact the GCC Student 
Success Center at (856) 415-2268.  
 
If you have any questions about exemption from taking the GCC Placement Test or getting your GCC 
Placement Test/Admission Status Form signed, call the Admissions Office at (856) 415-2269. 
 
CLEP Testing (College Level Examination Program) 
 
Applicants may use the College Level Examination Program (CLEP) to take the subject examinations in  
Biology and/or Chemistry in order to meet these science requirements.  A grade of “C” will be awarded as 
long as the total score is equal to or greater than the ACE Recommended Credit-Granting Score.  
 
Gloucester County College accepts only subject CLEP exams. GCC does not accept general CLEP exams. 
For more information and arrangements to take a CLEP subject exam please contact the GCC Student

Excelsior College Testing  
 
Applicants who have taken college level, 4 credit lab, Anatomy and Physiology I or II and/or Microbiology 
courses from a regionally accredited school prior to 2004, have the option of meeting those requirements  
by taking the Excelsior College Examinations.  For test center locations and additional information, contact 
the Excelsior College via e-mail at testadmn@excelsior.edu or toll free at (888) 723-9267.  
 
 

GPA Verification 
 

A cumulative grade point average of at least 2.0 is required for consideration for admission into the program.  
Verification of your cumulative GPA must be documented by submitting an official transcript from your last 
school of attendance.   
 

Attention GCC Students:  Please be aware that your GCC cumulative GPA must be a 2.0 or higher to 
start the Nursing program. If at the time of application, prior coursework prevents your cumulative GPA at 
GCC from being a 2.0 or higher, please contact the HUB at (856) 415-2197 and press option 1.

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Transcripts 

OFFICIAL TRANSCRIPTS FROM ALL COLLEGES YOU ATTENDED MUST BE SUBMITTED 
IN YOUR PORTFOLIO.  
 
Transcripts previously sent to GCC for your general admission file will not be added to your portfolio; 
therefore, you must re-submit all official transcripts in your portfolio. 
 
All transcripts, high school, college and/or vocational school, submitted in your portfolio must be official 
and sealed in an envelope.  Transcripts not sealed in an envelope from the issuing institution or in an opened 
envelope are not considered official and will not be accepted.  Please allow the issuing institution a  
minimum of four weeks for processing to ensure placement in portfolio. 
 
Failure to include official transcripts from ALL colleges attended will result in an INCOMPLETE 
portfolio and it will not be considered for acceptance.  If you have any concerns or questions regarding 
your transcripts contact the Admissions Office at (856) 415-2269. 
 
GCC Students 
 

ALL current and previous GCC students MUST submit an official GCC transcript. The GCC Admissions 
Office and Student Records Office are NOT responsible for placing GCC transcripts in students’  
portfolios.  It is the responsibility of the student to request his or her transcript in writing from the  
Student Records Office. There is no charge for the GCC transcript that you include in your portfolio;  
however, when you request your GCC transcript you must let the staff know it is for your portfolio. Allow 
five working days to process the request.  It is strongly recommended to request your GCC transcript once 
grades are posted but no later than two weeks PRIOR to the portfolio deadline. 
  
Transfer Students 
 

Previous course work can be evaluated for transfer credit prior to submitting your portfolio.  You must  
submit official transcripts from each college to the Admissions Office and complete a Transfer of Credit 
Evaluation form.  This form and additional information can be obtained by contacting the Admissions  
Office at (856) 415-2269. 
 
High School Transcripts 
 

For general admission to GCC, applicants MUST submit an official copy of their high school transcript  
documenting high school graduation (or earned GED) to the Admissions Office.  You may contact the  
Admissions Office at (856) 415-2269 with questions regarding your admission status. 
 
For selective admission to the nursing program, you need to include your high school transcript in your  
portfolio if you are submitting a high-school level lab biology and/or lab chemistry to satisfy the science 
course requirement. To encourage students to elect the more challenging subjects, a weighted grading system 
exists.  Be aware that the weighted system for high school advanced placement courses and honors courses is 
for the purpose of class rank and GPA only.  Grades for courses shown on the high school transcript will be 
used for admission consideration.   
 
International Transcripts 
 

Transcripts from other countries must be translated into English and evaluated before they can be included in 
your portfolio.  You must request a general evaluation of your high school transcript and a course-by-course 
evaluation of your college transcript(s) by a member of (NACE) National Association of Credential 
Evaluation Services at www.naces.org or by AACRAO International Education Services, www.aacrao.org.

To confirm your acceptance, a $100 non-refundable tuition deposit will be due within two weeks after the 
notification date.  Your seat in the class will not be reserved without the deposit. 

“Complete” 
means that your nursing portfolio contains all required documents listed on the checklist and all general and 
selective admission requirements have been satisfied.  If these conditions are not fulfilled, your file will be 
incomplete and not considered for acceptance.
